	Understand how life in the rainforest is different for people than in the UK
	Intro:

Explain task: children will be writing a script for a fictional interview with a member of a rainforest tribe:

· asking them questions about their lives

· giving the answers to the questions

Read through model playscript about an interview with a desert tribesperson and go through key features:

· no speech marks

· no need for said (or synonyms for said)

· speakers name in capital letters with colon after their name

Children will have worked on tropical climates in literacy.

Recap key features of tropical climate e.g. hot, wet, rainforest etc and some key facts about life in the rainforest e.g. no roads or trains

Explain that we are going to watch some video clips of a documentary by a British man who lived with a rainforest tribe (the Matis). 

Remind children to be thinking of what they will include when they write their interviews as they watch the clips

Display a list of features of life in the rainforest on the IWB.

Children write a fictional interview with a member of a rainforest tribe

Plenary:

Hot seating session where children take it in turns to:

· be a member of a rainforest tribe answering questions from a British person

· be a British person answering questions from a member of a rainforest tribe

Script writing frames

Prompts to display on IWB
