1) Read carefully what you are being asked to round to e.g. round 43 to the

4) Draw an arrow to estimate where the number you are rounding would come

5) See which 10 / 100 / 1,000 it is closest to 

Model how to round numbers to the nearest 10 

Lower ability start work 

Model how to round numbers to the nearest 10 and 100 

Middle ability start work 

Model how to round numbers to the nearest 10, 100, 1,000 and whole number 

Higher ability start work 

(Including examples of the convention of rounding up from halfway e.g. 25 rounds up 

to 30, 450 rounds up to 500 etc at all levels) 

Emphasise the importance of reading if you need to round to the nearest 10, 100 etc 

 

Have G+T come to the carpet and repeat the above model, but for rounding to the 

nearest whole number, tenth / 1 decimal place and hundredth / 2 decimal places 
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Repeat 
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
